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Abstract:  

Most tree species of the temperate zone grow only within a narrow window of the 
potential climatic growing season. They follow an internal program in which 
developmental stages and growth periods align in a sequence forming a phenological 
cycle. In the presented study I investigate how 6 different North American tree species 
align their radial and apical growth activities under no water limitations (control) and 
different timings of drought and defoliation events.
